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THE CONCEPT OF EXPLANATORY NOTES FOR THE COLLECTION
OF CRITICAL ARTICLES BY A. N. MAIKOV

The paper gives ground to the concept of explanatory notes for the first scientific edition of a significant part of
A. N. Maikov’s creative work – the cycle of articles devoted to understanding works of modern visual art and literature and a set
of hand-written documents. With the reference to specificity of the material, the necessity of supplying traditional parts accompa-
nying the scientific edition (introductory note, textological, historical and literary, real commentary and name index) with a dic-
tionary of all the names of plastic arts representatives mentioned in Maikov’s texts, and a set of illustrations is grounded.

A. N. MAIKOV AND RUSSIAN ARTISTS: PROBLEM STATEMENT
The paper states the problem of study of A. N. Maikov’s acquaintances among Russian artist. The material for the re-

search were the documents from the poet’s archive: his notes of the journey of 1842–43, letters to his family as well as his prose
connected topically with his stay in Rome. Topicality of the research stems from the necessity to study the facts of the Russian
artists and men of letters interaction in order to specify understanding of the aesthetic thought of 1840–60-s development. This
question is also important to consider in the context of introducing A. N. Maikov’s articles about the exhibitions in the Emperor
Academy of Arts to the scientific community and preparing comments for them. The research showed that A. N. Maikov was
acquainted with many significant Russian artists. During his stay in Rome in 1842–43, future critic had long conversations with
them that definitely influenced the key points of his articles.
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
