Import substitution implies a country's dependence on domestic production. In this case, exports tend to exceed
imports, while imports are kept to a minimum to limit competition with local goods. This is a mechanism that is mainly
used by emerging market economies that have long been dependent on developed economies. Exports and imports are
important economic instruments of growth, but an imbalance due to excessive dependence on imports is harmful to the
economy. In case of import substitution, preference is given to locally produced goods in comparison with foreign ones
[1]. Therefore, this essay attempts to discuss the advantages and disadvantages of an economy using the import substitu-
tion method.

Abstract: This paper deals with a topic that affects the economy as a whole in all countries. Small and Medium
Enterprises (SMESs) play a huge role in solving many economic problems such as unemployment.
