On TPI rector Vorobev's initiative the mem-
bers of Television Laboratory of TPI Silov E.N., sen-
ior tutor of TTI, Bakakin A.A., senior laboratory
assistant and assistant professor Melekhov V.N.
created schemes and made apparatus for Tomsk
Television Center. In May 1955, Tomsk TV-Center
started its regular broadcasting. This TV-Center
was the first in Siberia and the fifth in the country.
Tomsk polytechnicians were creators of Barnaul,
Byisk, Rubtsovsk and Ust-Kamenogorsk TV-
Centers.
