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Why is higher education so indispensa-
ble for a student and why can it be benefi-
cial? The results of social surveys, con-
ducted in TPU during the last three years,
remain to testify that the role of education
increases along with other vitally crucial
aims of life. 92. 5 per cent of the inter-
viewed regard education as highly presti-
gious and promising the forthcoming suc-
cess.

Welfare standards and career come first
in the priority chart. Creativity diverges
from this list and occupies the second
place; it is chosen by 10 per cent of the
interviewed and correlates with the num-
ber of students that are involved in
research. Students associate education
mainly with external motivation (it is like-
ly to guarantee a reliable financial posi-
tion and merited promotion). This is aimed
at favorable career development and can
obviously be seen through the motivation
of foreign language learning.

It also can explain the students' urge
towards their favorable future social sta-
tus.

The main indicator of a prosperous for-
tune is the quality of education.

Does TPU meet the students' require-
ments?

38. 8 per cent of the interviewed are
completely satisfied with the provided
education, 57. 8 per cent are partially grat-
ified and only 2 per cent became disillu-
sioned with their choice.

The comparison of the University entrants'
expectations with their present-day situa-
tion makes it clear that their hopes have
been justified.

The students have been partially satis-
fied with their professional and creative
challenges; progress in the field of tech-
nologies and modern engineering, the
opportunities of getting a high-paid and
prestigious profession and further study-
ing abroad. However, they have demon-
strated little satisfaction with their level of
language proficiency; and many have
lamented that the opportunity to become
eminently qualified experts had been
implemented to a lesser extent.

According to the students' appraisal,
we can point out the following faculties
where the highest level of knowledge and
skills has been recorded:

- Practical skills - Oil and Gas Faculty,
Geological Exploration Faculty, and
Thermal Power Engineering Faculty.

- Up-to-date skills in the field of engi-
neering and technology - Automation and
Computer Engineering Faculty, Applied
Physics and Engineering Faculty,
Economics and Management Faculty.

- Knowledge of modern production
technologies - students of Applied Physics
and Engineering Faculty, Chemical
Engineering, and Gil and Gas Faculty.

- Profession skills - Oil and Gas Faculty,
Institute of Language Communication, the
Faculty of Geoecology and General
Geology.

- Innovation skills -Applied Physics
and Engineering Faculty, Economics and
Management Faculty, Mechanical
Engineering Faculty;

- Business relations -the Faculty of
Humanities, Economics and Management
Faculty,  Institute of  Language
Communication.

Most of senior students positively esti-
mate the prospects of their job placement.
This as well as the prevalence of favorable
estimates of the chosen university and
profession allows concluding that students
appreciate their successful social status.
