PROGRAMME ACCREDITATION
AS A KEY EDUCATION QUALITY FACTOR

Social and professional accreditation of educa-
tional programmes implemented in the universities
of different countries shall be considered as a sys-
tem of joint self-regulation aimed at the maintenance
of the balance between rights of higher educational
institutions for academic freedom and their social
responsibility. A number of foreign non-governmen-
tal accreditation organisations, among which there
are the Accreditation Board for Engineering and
Technology (ABET, USA), Canadian Engineering
Accreditation Board (CEAB, Canada), the Institution
of Engineers (IEAust, Australia), etc. are involved into
the accreditation of educational programmes. Such
organisations as Japan Accreditation Board for
Engineering Education (JABEE, Japan),
Accreditation Agency for Study Programs in
Engineering, Informatics, Natural Sciences and
Mathematics (ASIN, Germany) are actively develop-
ing similar ideas.

In 1989 the representatives of the accreditation
organisations from the USA, Canada, Great Britain,

Australia, New Zealand, and Ireland signed the
Washington Accord. This agreement implies that all
countries-participants approve of the equivalence of
their accreditation systems, and hence, accredited
educational programmes in the field of engineering
and technology are mutually recognised as well.
Later, such countries as Hong Kong and South Africa
joined this agreement. Currently Japan, Germany,
Malaysia, Singapore, India, Russia, and many others
are striving for joining the Washington Accord.

Europe has its own associations that deal with
the accreditation of educational programmes. Such
associations include the European Federation of
National Engineering Associations, FEANI, European
Standing Observatory for the Engineering
Profession and Education (ESOEPE), European
Network for Quality of Higher Engineering Education
for Industry (ENQHEEI), and European Network for
Quality Assurance in Higher Education (ENQA).

In Russia, both social and professional accredi-
tation is given to universities and educational pro-
grammes. Unlike state accreditation, social accred-
itation contributes to the improvement of education
and its further development.

Accreditation of educational programmes pro-

the adhesion to the quality of educational services
and specialists’ training, to obtain independent qual-
ity assurance of educational programmes and spe-
cialists’ training, to get recommendations on the
improvement of educational programmes, to publicly
state its high level of specialists’ training, to increase
competitiveness on the Russian market of educa-
tional services, and to provide its graduates’ job
placement.

The history of social and professional accredita-
tion in Russia dates back to the establishment of the

Coordination Committee on the assistance of the
accreditation of professional educational pro-
grammes and specialists’ certification.

At the same time a number of Independent
Accreditation Centres (IACs) were established. In
1990s regional affiliates of IAC were set up. In 1996
on the initiative of the Association "Siberian
Agreement” Siberian department of the Independent
Accreditation Centre was organised in Tomsk (direc-
tor: A.l. Chuchalin, TPU Deputy-Rector).

During 1992-2000 IAC has accredited 40 pro-
grammes in 10 Russian universities, including 3 pro-

However, for some reasons
the Russian accreditation system was not further
developed and did not bring any significant results.
In 2002 the Russian Association for engineering
Education (RAEE) changed the system of social and
professional accreditation of educational pro-
grammes in the field of engineering and technology.
It developed new criteria of social and professional
accreditation of educational programmes on
Bachelor's training in the field of engineering and
technology corresponding to those established by
countries-participants of the Washington Accord.
RAEE has set up the Accreditation Union (AU),
Accreditation Centre (AC), and its regional branches.
University representatives lead the AU (A.l
Chuchalin), AC (S.B. Mogilnitsky), Methodical
Commission (O.V. Boev), and participate in the work
of the expert committee.

RAEE strongly cooperates with countries-partic-
ipants of the Washington Accord and Europe in order
for the national system of social and professional
accreditation to be internationally recognised.
