I.A. Chernyshov was born on the 3rd of May,
1910, in the town of Barabinsk, Novosibirsk Oblast
into the family of a railwayman. Ivan Aleksandrovich
joined the battle and was fighting since the first up to
the last day of the war. He was the head of the polit-
ical department of tank corps in the battle of
Stalingrad, the head of the political department of
the 16th Tank Corps. In the Battle of Kursk he acted
as the head of the political department and the
Deputy Commander of the Tatsinsk 2nd Guard Tank

tanks, Kursk has been called the greatest tank battle
in history.

As I.A. Chernyshov was the head of the political
department and the Deputy Commander of tank
corps, he took an active part in preparation, organi-
sation, and carrying out all military missions.

After the retirement Ilvan Aleksandrovich actively
involved himself into social work and one of the most
important thing was the organization of the Veteran
Committee of the Tatsinsk Unit.

The Veteran Committee placed great
emphasis on patriotic education of young people
