FROM THE BAST-SHOED RUS
TO INNOVATIVE RUSSIA
State-of-the-art information
technologies allowed upgrading the
TPU History Museum

On October 8, 2010 the TPU
History Museum re-opened its
doors to the visitors after a year’s
repair. There have been introduced
some drastic changes in comparison
with the previous exposition: wall
exhibition stands, renovated show-
windows, information  booths,
plasma displays, etc.

Everything goes to show that the
museum’s space was not merely
repaired but renovated, which
turned the University’s museum
into a regional centre of historical,
cultural and scientific-technical
education. The exposition of the
Museum reflects the history of the
country that made its way from
the bast-shoed Rus to innovative
Russia.

The visitors are mostly interested
in and surprised by No.l
extraordinary exhibit — bast shoes.
It was Petr Chubick, TPU’s rector,
who was given an honorary right
to shake the imaginary dust off this
exhibit at the ceremony of renovated
exposition opening.

The rector recollected the parable
about these bast shoes belonging to
a wise peasant who had realized his
involvement in the construction of
the eternal temple of education and
science.

It will be recalled that the museum
was opened in 1986 by the order
of Professor Ivan P. Chuchalin,
rector, to commemorate the 90th
anniversary of Tomsk Polytechnic
Institute. The museum’s stock was
initially formed with the help of the
University’s staff and graduates.
Today’s museum collection
amounts to 30 000 units of stock and
continues to grow.

As explained by Lidiya Lozovaya,
the museum’s director, the TPU
History Museum will become the
exposed station for the University’s
scientific, educational and socio-
cultural activities. Nowadays, the
museum has changed its image
in order to continue attracting the
visitors. Though it is still essential to
collect, store, explore, exhibit, and

Themuseum’s personnellaunched
a project called “Siberian Icaruses”
devoted to the 100th anniversary
of Tomsk aviation, which will be of
interest both for TPU students and
future enrollees, as well as for those
who practice very light aviation
and concern themselves with the
University’s history.

Another hall of the TPU Museum
Complex is expected to open in
spring. It will be equipped with
plasma displays and multi-media
booths and comprise training and
lecture space. The TPU Museum
personnel plan to host scientific
disputes, conferences and cultural
events at the museum’s area.

A noticeable change can be
seen already at the entrance to the
museum where the information
booth stands. It allows obtaining
some information about the first
technical institute in Siberia in a
very fascinating way.

Itisknown that Tomsk Polytechnic
University is associated with such
world-known scientists, as Dmitry
Mendeleyev, Vladimir Obruchev,
Boris Veinberg, and others,
who laid the foundation for the
University’s educational, scientific,
and creative development. For 114
years of its existence TPU trained
over 150 000 experts, with many of
them having become outstanding
scientists, constructors, designers,
industrialists, etc.

The path for the exposition
renovation was outlined by Raisa
Galanova, the museum’s former
director. But it was not until
the coming of Lidia Lozovaya,
postgraduate of TSU Chair of
museology, that the scientific
concept was formed and started to
be implemented. Throughout the
last year the museum’s scientific
staff were working on the creation of
a peculiar space. The historical part
of the museum was supplemented
with a newly-developed structure
and principles of arranging the
exhibits. Moreover, the exposition
area integrated interactive zones for
various kinds of social interaction.

The museum’s image was
somewhat changed by new
information  technologies  and
modern design of the exposition,
but the artistic design of the hall
that was proposed in 2000 remained
the same. Today the exhibition

hall reproduces the artistic-and-
historical environment where the
university’s history is revived.

At the opening ceremony of the
museumitwas Viktor Nilov, regional
ethnographer, radio  physicist,
historian and journalist who revived
the history and demonstrated the
way to soak oneself in history of
Tomsk by virtue of the multi-media
booth.

Apropos, the whole exposition
is nominally divided into four
complexes. The first is devoted
to pre-revolutionary history of
the university when it was called
Tomsk Technological Institute.
The second one covers the period
of 1920-1930, when the university
was renamed first to Siberian
Technological Institute and then
to Tomsk Industrial Institute. The
third part of the exhibition tells
about Tomsk Polytechnic Institute
during Great Patriotic War. And the
forth complex reveals the history
of the post-war time until 1991
and exhibits the TPU scientists’
developments in the areas of nuclear
physics, space-based technologies,
percussion drilling, etc.

Any visitor to the TPU history
museum can feel as if being a
scientist and make some discoveries.
The museum’s personnel are always
helpful towards acquisitive minds.
The museum’s working hours are
the same: from 10 a.m. till 5 p.m. Itis
located on the third floor of the TPU
main building.
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
