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Abstract. We have examined the basic difficulties and features of adaptation actual for Russian
students who become temporary participants of the American society coming there to get higher educa-
tion or work. We have revealed 6 major social and cultural items which should be taken into account by
Russian students going to the USA.

Keywords: adaptation; social and cultural environment; Russian student as foreigner; American
society, working abroad.

The problem of adaptation in a foreign cultural environment is actual in modern soci-
ety when the economic and scientific links between countries become more and more devel-
oped [1]. The relevance of problem for us is determined firstly by a large number of Russian
students in the USA who arrive not only to travel but also to study and work. This problem is
also widely studied at Tomsk Polytechnic University where there are many students from all
over the world [2]. From the first days of staying in the USA Russian students are in unfamiliar
social, cultural and linguistic environment to which they have to adapt for a short time. There-
fore, it is important to learn to adapt quickly to unusual situations to feel absolutely calm and
comfortable. The successful adaptation contributes to the rapid achievement of the communi-
cative, behavioral and emotional balance.

My discoveries in this field are based on my personal experience of “Work and Travel” which
lasted from June to September 2016. Living for several months in the USA I detected interesting
features of the American culture. I have indicated 6 basic items which are presented below.

Social security

A particular importance for any person working in the USA is the availability of “social se-
curity”. “Social security” is a small card with a personal number which is given once and forever.
Employers will not hire you if you do not have this special card or a receipt which shows you
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have already filled in all the necessary applications for it. Usually this process takes about 2—3
weeks and can be done only at place (in the USA). The existence of social security is not a guar-
antee that you will be hired to work. You should have an interview and wait for an answer from
your employer for a long time. Usually the employer does not tell you his answer immediately
and likely he will ask you to come again next day. This endless process can drag on for several
weeks. This situation can confuse you because you don’t know what you should do: either look
for another job or wait for decision from your employer. Thus, you should do the social security
card as quickly as possible. You should also search other jobs not losing your time.

The relations between employers and employees

For the entire period of staying in the USA I was working at four different employers.
[ noticed that the relations between employers and employees are more friendly than formal.
In the first place your boss is your friend who not only helps you if you have any problems
but also can talk to you about absolutely everything and even meets after work in informal
atmosphere. So, Russian students should not be afraid of the American employers and not to
feel shy.

Individualism

The individualism is the American way of life in which a person puts his own desires,
needs and comfort first. It does not mean that the Americans don’t listen to the others’ opinion
but they need to make every effort to realize their ambitions. The positive side of the Ameri-
can individualism is that people get a good opportunity for self-realization. The individualism
is also expressed in the appearance of Americans. We are used to give our appearance a lot of
attention because we are constantly estimated by friends, workmates and passers. American
attitude to this is much easier. The individualism is above all, it is important for them only
their opinion about how they look. Thus, you should not give too much attention to your ap-
pearance as here in Russia (doing a big problem of it).

American politeness

Why are Russians so serious? It was the first question to me from locals. Americans al-
ways have a smile in any situations due to which you cannot avoid a feedback smile. The most
popular questions are ‘how are you?’ and ‘how are you doing?’ These questions are asked by
everyone and everywhere: in the supermarket, restaurant and even on the way home. At first
time, it was strange for me when you are walking somewhere and passing by you a person can
say “hello” certainly with a gorgeous smile and ask something about your life. Sometimes it
looks fake but we just need to get used to this.

One more feature of communication which drew my attention was the habit of Americans
to speak on personal topics in public places — telling all the family tree story to the cashier
(me) when staying in the shop queue. So, do not be afraid of this attitude to you. Americans
understand politeness in their own way, not like Russians or even other peoples of the world.

There are also two topics concerning the material part of life which proved to be very im-
portant for our students as foreigners.

Accommodation

The first and one of the most important things for students was the search of lodging
because students are going to be in the USA for a long time. As a rule, students are looking
for a few simple ways to save money. The housing is not also an exception. Although the rent
of even the cheapest housing will cost no less than 100$ per week, you should take into con-
sideration not only the value of money but also consider many nuances. First of all that is the
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presence of laundry and all the necessary furniture, the ability to get to work and the friendly
relationship with your landlord. If you don’t want to have any problems with your accommo-
dation you should rent a house in advance and be in touch with your future landlord. Don’t
be shy to ask your landlord about the house and what it includes. Also it will better if you live
with your friends to have fun together.

Food

The first thing that everybody notices on the stalls in the US is high food prices in the su-
permarkets. That is why Americans eat mostly fast food which is pretty cheap and nourishing.
The most interesting thing in American supermarkets is that you can find two types of prod-
ucts on the shelves: organic and non-organic food. The difference is that organic food is pro-
duced only from natural ingredients and costs several times more expensive. In the organic
department you can find absolutely all types of usual products such as chocolate, fruits, meat.
Keep in mind that you have to pay big money for that — if you want to eat healthy food. Some
supermarkets have discount cards to save money for the products. You can ask customers
such card and they are happy to lend it.

Conclusion. When going to the USA, Russian students should be aware of the previously
said social and cultural peculiarities — to go quicker through the adaptation period. We can’t
say that the culture of this country is always unclear for us and we will never be able to accept
it. It is just different. You need only time to adapt to anything. The cognition of new and inter-
esting speeds this process up.

As for me the process of my adaptation took a couple of weeks. I tried to feel and see
everything inside of American life by the eyes of locals. When I came back to Russia I had to
adapt again but only in my home country: to serious Russian faces, food (that is always lacked)
and the attitude to life. Now I can answer this popular question addressed to us: “Why are
Russians so serious?” It is explained to the fact that we are always concerned with our own
thoughts, thinking about our problems and how to resolve them. We should be more open to
others and just enjoy the life. Thus, we can discover a new problem of “double adaptation”,
which needs a further study.
