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FUNDAMENTAL ASPECTS OF THE FORMATION AND
DEVELOPMENT OF THE OLD ENGLISH LANGUAGE

For many centuries, the interest of researchers has been focused on the
study of fundamental aspects of the formation and development of the
English language.

Relevance of the article consists in aspiration to identify the features of
grammar and vocabulary of the history of the Old English language.

The Old English period begins about 700 a. d. and lasts till about 12th
century.The dialects spoken by the Germanic settlers developed into a
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language that would come to be called Anglo-Saxon, or now more
commonly Old English.

The four main dialects were Mercian, Northumbrian, Kentish and West
Saxon; the last of these formed the basis for the literary standard of the later
Old English period, although the dominant forms of Middle and Modern
English would develop mainly from Mercian [1, p.52].

Old English was a very complex language, at least in comparison with
modern English. Old English was first written using a runic script called the
futhorc, but this was replaced by a version of the Latin alphabet introduced
by Irish missionaries in the 9th century. The most famous surviving work
from the Old English period is the epic poem Beowulf, composed by an
unknown poet [2, p.178].

It is estimated that about 85% of the 30,000 or so Anglo-Saxon words
gradually died out under the cultural onslaught of the Vikings and the
Normans who would come after them, leaving a total of only around 4,500.
This represents less than 1% of modern English vocabulary.
